








Nasivvik is a Centre for Inuit Health and Changing
Environments. Their motto is “Moving from health
research on Inuit, to research with Inuit, and

ultimately to research by Inuit”

The Nasivvik centre is one of nine; Network Environment
for Aboriginal Health Research (NEAHR) funded across
Canada and is based at Laval and Trent Universities.

Nasivvik provides approximately $20K a year towards
each Inuit Research Advisor.

The Nasivvik Centre for Inuit Health and Changing
Environments is a multidisciplinary research and training
centre funded by the Canadian Institutes of Health
Research (CIHR)-Institute of Aboriginal Peoples Health.
The Nasivvik Centre is focused on building capacity in
Inuit health research through trainee support and
strategic funding initiatives in key environmental health
areas of importance to Inuit communities.

The Centre actively engages Inuit and non Inuit students
at the undergraduate and graduate levels as well as
community individuals in research and training focused
on the Inuit regions of Canada’s North.

Building capacity through education, training and
research happens by:

• Helping Inuit and researchers cooperatively identify
critical environmental health issues can conduct the
appropriate training and research needed to address
them

• Encouraging Inuit to pursue environmental health
related sciences in undergraduate and graduate
education and to become engaged in research in
their region

• Providing opportunities to support Inuit training and
capacity enhancement in environmental health
education and research

• Training individuals as local environmental health
researchers to identify and address community issues

• Communicating, disseminating and supporting the
understanding and use of research results and
information generated through the Centre

• Enhancing capacity for involvement in these issues at
the local, regional, national and international levels

The Centre’s priority themes are related to community
responses to environmental change, and in particular
issues related to Inuit health and well being in the areas
of food, water and natural/traditional medicines and
remedies.

The specific objectives of Nasivvik are to:

• Work with Inuit organizations and communities to
identify key research needs and priorities in the
themes areas of food, water, and natural/traditional
medicines and remedies

• Establish a fund and process for north-south research
mentoring and knowledge exchange between Inuit
youth/community members and University-based
researchers working on Inuit environmental and
health issues

• Provide funding for undergraduate and graduate
scholarships in the areas of Inuit environmental health

• Provide seed-funding for the development of new
and innovative research projects involving both
communities and University researchers to investigate
priority environmental health issues

• Support the generation, translation, and dissemination
of new knowledge via publications of resources for
Arctic researchers and communities, including local
reports, training manuals, journal articles and books as
well as innovative dissemination tools.

There are many opportunities to be involved in research
which is discussed in detail during these community
visits. Researchers and the HERC are regularly in need of
local cooks, workshop facilitators, field workers, wildlife
and ice monitors. We are always looking for way to
support community economy by booking local venues,
accommodations, and buying supplies from local
businesses whenever the opportunity arises. Anyone can
be involved when coming to the workshops and
learning about the research and training being done
within IRC and the programs it works with. Theses
opportunities are meant to be utilized by all ages, from
youth to elders.

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Aurora Research Institute: ww.nwtresearch.com

The Science Institute of the Northwest Territories was
created by the NWT Legislative Assembly in 1984. In
1995, the Science Institute of the Northwest Territories

divided and was merged with Arctic College in Nunavut
and Aurora College in the Northwest Territories. Licensing
under the Scientists Act in the Northwest Territories is
handled by the Aurora Research Institute in Inuvik.
Licensing in Nunavut is handled through the Nunavut
Research Institute in Iqaluit.

The Aurora Research Institute
operates two facilities, one in Inuvik
and the other in Fort Smith. These
facilities provide support to
researchers operating in those
areas. Support services are
available to anyone conducting
research, regardless of the
sponsoring agency

To date, more than 2000 research
projects, involving more than 1500
researchers, have been

conducted using the Inuvik Facility. The Facility operates
year-round and can provide researchers with office
facilities, access to a research library, Internet,
laboratories and accommodation for up to 20
researchers. In addition, the Facility is equipped with
storage and freezer facilities and can provide field
equipment to researchers. Examples of equipment
available include snowmobiles, toboggans, boats and
motors, tents, radios, satellite phones, sleeping bags, and
camping accessories (view Fee Schedule for complete
list and prices). Research and monitoring services can
also be provided on a contractual basis as well as the
facilitation of hiring local research assistants.

Aurora Research Institute is responsible for
licensing and coordinating research in
accordance with the NWT Scientists Act.
They also promote communication
between researchers and the people of
the land, in which they work. Increasing
public awareness of the importance of
science, technology and indigenous
knowledge is a key goal.

The Northwest Territories Regional Contaminants
Committee, formerly known as NWT ECC was
formed in 1998, to address concerns arising from

environmental contaminants in the Northwest Territories.
It is composed up of representatives from various
federal and territorial governments, as well as national
and regional Aboriginal partners and organizations.

The committee ensures that important information on
contaminants in the environment is reviewed and then
communicated effectively to residents of the NWT. The
committee also helps communities and scientists work
together to complete studies related to contaminants.
The NWT RCC can ensure scientists know about
community needs and concerns.

What is a contaminant? It is a
substance that is found in a
place where it should not be, or
at a level higher than normal.
• A contaminant is not always harmful

• Some contaminants come from nature and other are
made by humans

What can the NWT RCC do for you?
• Make sure contaminants information and concerns

are communicated between residents of the NWT,
researchers, the Northern Contaminants Program and
other contaminants related programs

• Keep residents of the NWT informed and involved in
contaminants related activities

• Identify community needs and concerns related to
environmental contaminants research in the NWT

• Act as a point of contact for environmental
contaminants information

• Provide advice to community members and
researchers on funding sources

• Hold workshops or open houses in our community

An important responsibility of the NWT RCC is to
manage the Local Contaminants Concerns Program.
This program deals directly with community concerns
about contaminants in the environment. Small studies
can be funded to provide answers to a specific
concern related to the possible effects of contaminants
on traditional foods and human health.

If a community has a concern, they can submit a
proposal to the NWT RCC. They review proposals
throughout the year. Ex. Gwich’in Tribal Council: Peel
River Fish Contaminants Program

Remember these points:
• Traditional foods are safe to eat
• Contaminant levels in the NWT are generally

VERY LOW
• Traditional foods are some of the most

nutritious foods available
• The NWT RCC is here for you!
